Basics of Grading:

- Converting foreign grades to 4-point US grades takes
understanding of the country’s education system before
attempting to establish a conversion scale.

- Quote from Guy Haug (page 56) “Many systems are not
continuous, but divided into ‘classes’ or ‘categories’ that
correspond to very broad levels of performance.”

- Another factor to consider is institution-specific grading, in
addition to other factors such as the field of study.

- Relative (norm-referenced) vs. Absolute (Criterion-
referenced) Grading Systems
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What are Credits/Units?




Units

- The Carnegie unit was created to establish a standard
measurement of students’ coursework at the secondary
level.

- One Carnegie unit is equivalent to one academic year of
study in a subject in a class meeting four or five times a
week for 40 — 60 minutes each.

- Although not every state in the US uses this system, it
serves as a model for converting foreign units at the
secondary level.



Credits

“Higher education is based on credits awarded to each
class; each degree level requires a certain number of
credits.”

“One semester hour of credit is normally awarded for a
class meeting 1 hour (or 50 minutes) per week for 15
weeks.”

Many institutions require a minimum of 15.00 credit hours
per semester, since the semester is usually 15 weeks long.

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Unique Features of Indian Tertiary Education

* Bachelor’s degrees can be either three years or four, and completion of either
one usually grants access to master’s-level studies.
* Professional bachelor’s degrees such as the Bachelor of Architecture are typically

five years, and the Bachelor of Medicine and Bachelor of Surgery (MBBS) can be four
to five-and-one-half years in length.

* Post Bachelor’s degrees such as the Bachelor of Education are completed
following a three-year bachelor’s degree. The Bachelor of Law is two to three
years following a three-year bachelor.

* There is also the Post Graduate Diploma, which is also one year following a three-
year bachelor—serves to meet the 12 + 4 year requirement for US institutions.

* Master’s degrees are typically two years, or sometimes one year following a
four-year bachelor. Most master’s degrees grant access to doctoral studies.

®* The Master of Computer Application (M.C.A.) used to be three years (how two), and The Master
of Surgery is three years following the MBBS.

* Certain professional first degrees, such as the Bachelor of Architecture or the
MBBS, can grant access to doctoral programs.

Conceded Pass Grades

Occurs in the traditional marks system.

Some institutions are allowed to decide if they wish to award
“Grace Marks”, or Conceded Pass, (G) grades in subjects that
are below minimum pass, but also where the overall average
for the term is considered above minimum pass.

These grades are often considered unsatisfactory, but
passing, and are often considered equivalent to a D grade.

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The Choice-Based Credit System (CBCS)




The Choice-Based Credit Reform of 2015 Overview:

- In January 2015, State Education Ministers and
Principal Secretaries of Education met and
introduced the CBCS

- Intended to provide more “seamless mobility
across the institutions,” according to the UGC

- Gave institutions the option to implement the new
grading scale according to the new standards

- Institutions could also decide what letter grades to
award.
